All participating seniors must write an essay on “How has high school baseball prepared
you for your next stage in life?”

Essays must include the student-athletes’ name, email, high school and baseball coach in
the header,

Essays must be sent to Joshua Coughlin at jeoughlin(@sau53.org through the student-
athletes baseball coach. Coach Coughlin will then disperse the essays to the Scholarship
Board of Coaches.

All essays are due by 11:5%p on May 13, 2026.

Each coach on the Scholarship Board will then submit their picks in a list with one (1}
being the best. Each list will be submitted to all coaches on the Scholarship Board.
Scores will be tallied with the lowest score being named the BCANH Scholarship
recipient. There will be one (1) winner per division.

2026 Schelarship recipients wiil receive $1000 per recipient.

Recipients will be announced at the annual BCANH Coaches meeting, via Twitter and
notified by their respective coaches. Scholarships will be given to each coach who will
present to their student-athlete.
